Effects of language

The writer in the passage by using words such as “rivers of dust” has described the dilapidated condition of the ship. “The blood…”                                                                               

“Eyes gleaming in the dark” creates an image of a sinister sunken ship. “Sheer size of everything” emphasizes the larger than life image of the ship as it dominated the underwater landscape. The words “bigger shiny bronze capstans” reinforces the enormous size of the sunken ship. “Formed eyelashes sometimes tears” adds a human quality to the run down ship. The words “weeping over her fate” introduces a human emotion and the ship seemed to be mourning her fate. “Looking like long icicles” adds a forbidding, cold and inhospitable atmosphere to the ghostly ship. “Rusticles” adds a brief comic element in the dark description. The words “In a cloud of smoke” makes the image of the ship seem ephemeral, ghostly and fleeting. “Only slightly pitted” brings a sense of disbelief into the text that despite the colossal accident the ship is only slightly scarred. The words “Ghostly distant incorporeal” creates an image of the ghostly and haunted landscape. “White hollow calcareous …mollusks” highlights the sense of decay and that the ship has been abandoned and untouched for many years.
